“Code of Ethics Policy”

The Bingham High School Football program is committed to building
strong, positive character traits in our student athletes. This policy
applies to any athlete that is currently playing on the team, or plans on
being a member of the team in the future.” We have very high
expectations of you as an individual and of our program as a whole:

If a player breaks any of the following rules in the off-season, he will
miss the first two games of the upcoming season. If a player breaks
any of the rules during the season, he will miss the next four games.
If a player has two infractions in the same year, he will be dismissed
from the team. Off-Season is from the last varsity game, until the day
we go to summer camp. In-Season starts from the time we go to
summer camp and continues until the final game of the season.

e If you are using Illegal Substances; Alcohol, Tobacco, Marijuana,
Steroids or any other Drug that falls into the illegal category.

e If you commit a Theft, an Assault or Vandalize.

If a player is suspended from school during the season, he will miss the
game for that week. If he is suspended a second time, he will be
dismissed from the team.

To be eligible to play on the Bingham High's Varsity Football Team, a
player needs a 2.5 GPA with no more than one F on his 4™ gtr. report
card. Incoming Sophomore & Freshman will be required to have a
2.0 GPA with no more than one F on his 4™ gtr. report card.

Bingham High football leadership council will have the right to look at
every situation before making final judgment and following up with
penalties.
